Recommendations

The following recommendations are the result of Metro’s diligent observation of violations against journalists and our
participation in a meeting along with 141 journalists from 73 media organizations, 12 academic researchers from colleges
of Media, and 10 civil society activists. The meeting was held in October, 24th, 2015, organized by the Initiative for Civil
Peace group in Chwar Chra Hotel in Erbil. The title of the meeting was (The Roe of Media in Civil Peace).

The meeting emphasized freedom of expression as a universal right, the implementation of Low of Organizing Journalis-
tic Work, #35 & Law of Access to Information, #11, and denounced incitement of violence and intolerance in the media.
In light of the above principles, Metro presents the following recommendations:

« Government Institutions and establishments must guaranty journalistic freedoms, as they are stated in the laws of Or-
ganizing Journalistic Work, and Access to Information. They should not engage in any limitation of the rights that are
guaranteed by law.

« Violations against journalists must stop. Especially, the closing of Media organization offices. No Media organization
should be closed without an order from a judge.

« The civic expression of opinion is a natural and legal right that should not be taken away for any reason.

« The justice system must be activated to protect the rule of law, and bring violators against journalists to justice. All
those who injured & illegally detained journalists, shut down & looted media offices, and destroyed & seized journalists’
equipments, must be brought to justice and appropriate restitutions must be paid.

. Steps must be taken to better the relations between the authorities and Media. Both sides must be encouraged
to respect the rule of law and act responsibly.

« Barriers between journalists and the right to information must be eliminated. Abusing the right to classify information
by the government must be addressed in a way that guaranties the right of journalists to access information.

« When Government officials break the law, or misuse their authorities, the law guaranties the right to publicly identify
them. Therefore it is more productive for them to exercise their right to respond in public instead of censorship or furbe-
lows lawsuits. Government officials must accept criticism as a method of improving their performance.

» “Unprofessional” conduct of journalists must not be used to justify violence against them. Coverage of demonstrations
without prior permit is not a justification for violating the Law of Organizing Journalistic Work.

o Journalists must abide by the laws regulating journalistic work, and by professionalism in their conduct. They should
maintain fairness and balance in their coverage of events.

» Media organizations must be treated equally and not discriminated against in their quest for information. They should
be able to cover, without barriers all the events that the public is interested in. If security constrains are valid for restrain-
ing access of some media outlets, then they should be as valid for others too.

o Detention of journalists for their legal quest for information must end.

o No security organ, other than police should be able to call journalists for interrogation. No interrogation should be
allowed without a judge’s order.

o We ask Kurdistan Parliament to form an investigative committee with appropriate authority to follow up on cases of
violations against journalists, and cases of abuse & deactivation of the Journalistic Work Law and Freedom of Informa-
tion Law.

o KRG should pay careful attention to international and local organizations that monitor human rights and the rights of

journalists. Rejection and denial are not the way to go in handling publicized cases of violations.
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lowing to Metro: “the Hashd Al-Shaabi forces stationed near the Mayor of Khurmatu’s office
opened fire at us. My car was pierced with a bullet, but I was unharmed”

o In November, 15th, 2015, Shawqi Kanabi, manager of Erbil office of KNN TV, stated the
following to Metro: “After we returned to Erbil to receive our office back from the securi-
ty forces that shut us down in October , we found the office destroyed, a safe broken in,

1,500,000 dinars in it stolen, another 265,000 dinars of personal money of a coworker also

stolen, all IDs, a Nikon D90 camera, five microphones, six mobile phones, an audio recorder,
the seal of our office, and internet equipment, all missing”

o In November, 23th, 2015, Raghib Alyas Shaba, a correspondent with Soraya Press, stated to Metro that he was phys-
ically assaulted by a group of citizens who were fighting among them near Nishtiman Market downtown in Erbil as he
was working on a report about the crowded city. Raghib explained that the fighting sides thought he was photographing
them to make fun of them in social media, which is why they attacked him. His left eye was severely injured and he
reported the incident to the police”

« In November, 30th, 2015, Ayas Karam Rashid, a correspondent with Rozh News was arrested by individuals wearing
civilian clothes. He stated the following to Metro: “They came to my home and asked me to go with them to security
compound of Duhok. They kept me there for 24 hours without charging me of anything. (...) later they accused me of
working for PKK media outlets, as if that was a crime.” He affirmed that “ T am a journalist doing journalistic work, and
not politics. They are trying to accuse me of things I have not done. They released me on a bail of 5,000,000 dinars.”

o In December, 19th, 2015, Raad Omar Ibrahim, Kurdsat News TV correspondent in Zakho, stated the following to
Metro: “We were trying to cover a Turkish truck drivers’ demonstration on Zakho - Ibrahim Khalil highway. The secu-
rity forces of the boarder point, prevented us from coverage, insulted & assaulted us, and took away my microphone and
camera. (...) Later, they gave me back the camera without the tape in it. They did this to us while other media outlets
were covering the event freely”

o In December, 19th, 2015, Faruq Omar, NRT TV correspondent in Zakho, stated about the Turkish truck drivers’
demonstration event, the following: “A security forces personnel asked me to stop coverage. When I returned to my car,
I was assaulted by a unit commander. He kicked and punched me. Ten others joined him and started hitting me with
the back of their rifles and batons until I passed out. (...) before that, they broke my camera in front of my eyes and
confiscated it”

o In the afternoon of Monday, December, 21st, 2015, the press office of the governor of Erbil informed KNN TV of a vis-
it by the head of Arab Parliamentarian Association to Bahirka camp for refugees and IDPs. When KNN team attempted
coverage of the visit, they were prevented, detained, and taken to Erbil security compound. Salih Harki, the KNN TV
correspondent, stated the following to Metro: “When we reached Bahirka Camp, they told us that we were no longer
licenced to work in Erbil, therefore not allowed to operate. (...) We were forced to return back to Erbil, but a security
forces car followed us and made us go to Erbil security compound. After 3 hours of detention, and much insults they
released us” Salih also mentioned that they took his camera and equipment and did not give them back when they re-
leased him. He then stated: “They made us sign a pledge that we would not do any journalistc work in Erbil and Duhok
Provinces.” The detained were Salih Harki - correspondent, Jawdat Ahmad - photographer, and faruq Khidir - Driver.
o In December, 24, 2015, Hana Nawroz, a correspondent with KGN was stopped by Harir Airport - Erbil security forces.
Her camera was confescated, and all photos were deleted from it.

. In the evening of December, 30, 2015, a grenade was thrown into the home of Aso Ahmad, a correspondent
with KNN TV in Xurmatu - Salahaddin Provence. His home was damaged as a result. He stated the following to Metro:

«We heard a car approaching and then the bomb went off. (...) Security forces came and asked us questions. We have no

o In October, 20th, 2015, Jaafar Hussein, a photographer with SNNC website, was another
journalist that was prevented from covering the event, and was assaulted. He stated the following to Metro: “When they
took my camera, I used my mobile phone to take photos. They came for the phone too, and made me erase all photos
in it. When I got my camera back, all photos in its memory, were erased.” He also stated: “When they attacked Rudaw’s
cameraman, they attacked us too and I got beaten too.”

« In October, 21st, 2015, two correspondents with NRT TV were arrested. Omed Chomani was one of them. He stated
the following to Metro: “Security forces in Erbil arrested Barzan Mala Amin and me. (...) After a while they released
me on the highway to Khabat. Barzan was released later, but they never gave us back our equipments and badges.”

o In November, 1st, 2015, Taif Adil, a correspondent with GK TV in Duhok, stated the following to Metro: “We at-
tempted getting our mobile live feed close to the front in Shangal area to cover Peshmerga activities live, but the security
forces in Sihel check point did not allow us to get close. (...) our mobile live feed unit had to turn back and we disguised
ourselves as Peshmerga to pass the check point”

«In November, 4th, 2015, Wryia Jamal, a correspondent with Awene website in Bazian municipality, stated the following
to Metro: “I posted something on facebook about well-drilling in the area. (...) because of that post, the police arrested
me at 6 AM from my home. I am in custody as I am talking to you” (Wryia was released after 2 hours)

« In November, 12th, 2015, As Shingal liberation operation started, some media outlets were prevented from coverage in
Sihel check point, on orders from the leadership of the operation. Meanwhile other media outlets were allowed access.
PUK media published a statement saying: “They are specifically targeting PUK media outlets, and not allowing our me-
dia cover the Shingal operations” Halgurd Hussien, the news editor of Kurdsat media institution, stated the following
to Metro: “This is not the first time our media organization is being discriminated against. They aim at preventing us
from communicating our message.”

o In November, 12th, 2015, both GK TV and Badinan TV corresponding teams were on their way to cover fights
between Peshmerga forces and ISIS when they were prevented from passing through Rabia check point. Kurdo Ali, a
correspondent with GK TV stated the following to Metro: “Since early morning today our team is trying to enter the
area of the operations to cover the fights, but the security forces in the area are preventing us”

« In November, 13th, 2015, at the evening of the liberation of Shingar from ISIS, a journalistic team from NRT TV
was apprehended in Sihel check point. The team members were released after an hour. Awat Ali, the manager of NRT,
stated the following to Metro: “At 7:00 PM, as our team was returning from live coverage of the victories of Peshmerga
to Duhok, they were detained in the Sihel check point until late at night. They had to sign a document promising not
to return to the area, to be released”

« On Saturday, November, 14th, 2015, during coverage of a meeting between delegates of PUK and Goran Movement,
some media outlets were discriminated against. Only Kurdsat TV, GK TV, and KNN TV were allowed to stay in the
meeting area in Zargata — Slemani. Rudaw TV, NRT TV and War TV, along with the websites of Anatolia Agency, Bas
News, Dwarozh, Westga, Sulaimani News Network, and Awene were prevented from covering the event.

« In November, 14, 2015, Soran Kamaran, the correspondent of K24 TV in Khurmatu was shot at. He stated the fol-
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They forced us into civilian and military cars. They took all our communication devices and took us to Degala check
point on the border between the KDP and PUK territories, and they released us there. (...) This happened to all of my
coworkers with me; Mufid Faisal, Hawre Muhammad, Hogir Samad, Aras Hamid, Salih Harki, Ahmad Zakhoyi, Hazhar
Anwar, Ziyad Ismail, and Hana Chomani. (...) The security forces unit was more than thirty armed men dressed in both
military and civilian clothes”

« In October, 11th, 2015, Amanj Ahmad, a correspondent with KNN TV in Erbil, stated the following to Metro: “At 4:30
AM I received a phone call from an unknown person. He ordered me to leave Erbil of he would decapitate me””

o In October, 12th, the security forces in Degala check point opened fire at Kurdsat TV team. Aram Abdulla Fattah, a
correspondent with the TV channel, stated the following to Metro: “During the failed attempt by the speaker of the par-
liament to return to Erbil, our car was accompanying his motorcade. When the forces prevented him from entering to
KDP controlled areas, his motorcade made a U-turn back to Sulaimani and we did the same. The security forces attacked
our car, opened fire at us, took all our equipments, and physically & verbally assaulted us. Kurdsat TV’s Photographer,
Aso Ali, was with me in the incident”

o In October, 12th, 2015, Ziyad Ismail, a correspondent with Erbil office of KNN TV, stated the following to Metro:
“Security forces came, took our mobile phones, and held us captive for less than an hour. Later they forced us out of the
office, insulted us and took our equipments.”

o In October, 13th, 2015, Salih Muhammad Harki, a correspondent with KNN TV, stated the following to Metro: “ In
October, 10th, I was forcefully transferred, with the all staff of Erbil office of our channel, out of Erbil. I was singled out at
Degala check point and was not allowed to cross over to PUK controlled areas with the rest of my coworkers. (...) Later
T hitch hiked with a military vehicle via Smaquli back to Erbil”

o In October, 18th, 2015, Baban Anwar, a correspondent with NRT TV, stated the following to Metro: “We were covering
a demonstration in front of Basic Education Administration of Sulaimani, when a security force attacked us and forced
us to remove our cameras. They kicked and punched my cameraman, Nabaz Omar, and me. I was injured as a result” On
the same day, Briar Namiq, leader of corresponding team of KNN TV, stated to Metro: “We were at the same location
and we were prevented from covering the event too”

o In October, 18th, 2015, the acting manager of Tori Mediai Xalk website, Harem Bahadin Baba Alj, stated the following
to Metro: “Our website is under severe syber attack from within Kurdistan and outside. (...) because of their sophisticat-
ed techniques, we are unable to identify those who are behind these attackes.”

o In October, 19th, 2015, media outlets were prevented from covering demonstrations in front of Basic Education Ad-
ministration of Sulaimani. Ziryan Muhammad, a correspondent with Awene website, stated the following to Metro: “The
security forces told us on site that they would not let us cover the event based on orders from above. (...) They did the
same with Rudaw TV, NRT TV, Rega TV, KNN TV, K24 TV, Speda TV, and Anatolia News Agency crews who were
present at the scene too”

o In October, 20th, 2015, during coverage of teachers’ demonstration in Sulaimani, the security forces confiscated all
equipments from Speda TV, Rudaw TV, K24 TV, and Anatolia News Agency. Shadiya Rasool, a correspondent with
Rudaw TV, stated the following to Metro: “As they did in previous days, the security forces prevented us from coverage
of the event. We went to a far location and started interviewing a teacher. We were live when security forces attacked
us, stopped the feed and took our camera and equipments. (...) When the demonstrations ended they gave us back our
equipments without our internet connection devices, and K24 TV’s. Our cameraman went to ask for the missing equip-
ments, but about 20 persons in the security forces unit assaulted him?”

Warzer Aziz, the cameraman with Rudaw TV team stated the following about the incidence: “Some of them were wearing

civilian clothes and the rest were wearing Civil Activities Police uniform. They attacked me with kicks and punches. Since
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o In October, 10th, 2015, Soran Said, a photographer & correspondent with SNNC website,
stated the following to Metro: “During coverage of the demonstrations a cameraman with
NRT TV and I were on the fences of old Sulaimani University Presidency compound taking
photos, when members of security forces pulled our legs and threw us on the ground from a
height. I was injured in my face and arms. (...) They took my camera and never gave it back

to me.”

« In October, 10th, 2015, Ary Mustafa, a correspondent with PUKmedia website was wound-
ed during coverage of Rania city - Sulaimani. PUKmedia stated on their website that he was
rushed to the hospital.

o In October, 10th, 2015, Sulaimani offices of Rudaw TV came under attack by demonstrators. As a result the glass
facade of the building got completely destroyed and the entrance of the building was burned.

« In October, 10th, 2015, Majid Khidir, a photographer with KNN TV in Rania, stated the following to Metro: “We were
trying to cover demonstrations in the grand bazaar of Rania, when the security forces blocked us and took away our
camera. (...) then we were held in custody with the security forces for 3 hours”

« In October, 10th, 2015, Birwa Muhammad, a correspondent with GK TV in Said Sadiq stated the following to Metro:
“During coverage of the demonstrations, a rock thrown from supporters of KDP side of the clashes. I had severe pain
for many days. (...) Two months earlier, as I was preparing a report on illegal land takeover in Subhan Agha area I was
blocked and threatened by a citizen.”

o In October, 10th, 2015, all personnel of both NRT TV and KNN TV offices in Erbil were rounded by the security
forces, and later they were forcefully transferred to Degala, where the line between the KDP and PUK authorities is,
released there and were told to head to Sulamani and not to come back to Erbil. Later all offices of the two TV channels
in Erbil, Duhok and Soran provinces were closed.

o In October, 10th, 2015, Muhammad Samad, a correspondent with KNN TV in Erbil, stated the following to Metro:
“We went to Shanadar Park in Erbil to cover a civil activists’ demonstration, when a security force wearing civil clothes
attacked us, verbally abused us. Later they took the cassettes we used to record interviews with the activists in. (...) An
activist we attempted to interview was arrested as well. They took his cell phone erased all photos in it and then released
him” Muhammad continued: “There were other media correspondents there; they were not bothered at all”

o In October, 10th, 2015, Himdad Qadir, a correspondent with KNN TV in Choman, stated the following to Metro:
“At 11 PM, a security force came to my home, dragged me out, took me to Gojar check point, where the line between
KDP and PUK authorities is, and they told me that from Here onwards was my area of work away from KDP territory.”
« In October, 10th, 2015, Ibrahim Haji Rifaat, a correspondent with KTV in Chamchamal, stated the following to Metro:
“As a result of the sad events in our municipality, and after receiving threats, we closed our office in Chamchamal and
handed it to the police. (...) Security forces asked us to do so and told us that was for our own safety”

o In October, 10th, 2015, Muhammad Salih, a correspondent with KTV in Kalar, stated the following to Metro: “In the
morning, during the demonstrations in front of the 22nd branch office of KDP, our photographer was hit with a rock.
(...) later in the evening, the main branch of KDP came under attack by demonstrators and our same photographer was
hit again with a rock”

o In October, 10th, 2015, Shaho Ibrahim, a correspondent with GK TV in Kalar, stated the following to Metro: “After
much insult from the guards of KDP branch in Kalar, they started throwing rocks at us. I was hit on my head and legs
multiple times. (...) people dragged me away and rescued me. We recorded all of this on video”

o In October, 12th, 2015, Karzan Karim, Manager of Erbil Offices of KNN TV, stated the following to Metro: “At 8:20

PM, a unit of security forces entered our offices; they insulted us with the most inappropriate words and accusations.
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full access. We informed the secretary of the Council of Ministers, but they didn’t do anything
about it” /A\
o In September, 29th, 2015, Erbil Court ordered a ban on travel for the following staff of ‘@’
Honia Magazine: chief editor; Nawzad Charles, owner; Aram Mala Muhammad, and editing \' /

manager; Twana Omar. The court did not issue any justification for the order. Metro Center

Journalists Rights & Advocacy

« In September, 30th, 2015, during coverage of the fights between Peshmerga forces and ISIS
fighters, in Kirkuk fronts, NRT TV correspondent; Ala Hushiar, and cameraman; Ali Nurad-
din were wounded.

« In October, 7th, 2015, in an event in Saad Abdulla Hall in Erbil, Soraia Press correspondent, Nawzad Poles, was dis-
criminated against. He stated to Metro, the following: “All TV channels were allowed to address their questions, but I
was singled out and all my efforts to get my questions in were turned down. (...) I informed the Office of Foreign Affairs
of KRG - the organizer of the press conference, of the situation.”

« In October, 8th, 2015, a number of media outlets and journalists were targeted by deomonstrators in Sulaimani. GK
TV cameraman, Rezhin Kamal, stated to Metro the following: “I was filming in a live coverage when I was hit in the
head with a rock. I was taken to hospital and ended up with three stitches”

o In October, 8th, 2015, a number of demonstrators in Sulaimani attacked and destroyed the live feed equipments of
Rudaw TV with sticks and rocks. Rudaw TV correspondent, Bahroz Faraidoon, stated the following to Metro: “Multiple
waves of attack attempted to burn the live feed equipment of our channel. We fended them al off but we were subject
to much assault. Saman Muhammad, Pshtiwan Muhammad, and Balen Wahid who are members of our team were all
wounded.”

« In October, 8th, 2015, KTV correspondent, Zirak Abdulrahman, stated the following to Metro: “During my coverage
of demonstrations in front of Shari Jiwan Hotel, demonstrators threatened me to turn off our channel’s life feed equip-
ment and stop coverage or they will burn all our equipment.”

« In October, 8th, 2015, during a live feed of news from Speda TV in Sulaimani, demonstrators attacked the presenter,
Yadgar Ismail, and stopped the live feed. Yadgar stated the following to Metro: “A group of unknown people attacked
me with punches and insults as I was doing a live coverage. I am still at pain as I am giving this statement.”

o In October, 8th, 2015, Bestoon Muhammad, Zagros TV correspondent in Sulaimani, stated the following to Metro:
“Demonstrators verbally abused my cameraman, Bahman Aziz, and me (...) They tried to break our live feed equip-
ment, but we were rescued by the Civil Activities Police who chased away the attackers” He also stated: “I have been
subject of facebook character attack and insults in the past because of my writings in KDP-leaning media.”

o In October, 8th, 2015, Mustafa Karim, a correspondent with Turkish TRT6 TV, stated the following to Metro: “We
came from Erbil to Sulaimani to cover the meeting of the five political parties in Shari Jiwan Hotel. During the demon-
strations, we went behind the security forces present on seen. Instead of protecting us, they took away our cameras and
equipment, assaulted us and threw us to the demonstrators, telling the demonstrators, loudly, that we were not Kurds
to encourage them to assault us too.”

o In October, 9th, 2015, Rizgar Salih, a correspondent with KTV in Rania, stated the following to Metro: “We were
trying to cover the demonstrations in Hajiawa but the demonstrators prevented us from doing so. (...) In rania, for the
past few days, we have been under constant threats. We abandoned our homes and workplaces because of that”

« In October, 10th, 2015, Malband Salar, a cameraman with NRT TV, was wounded during his coverage of the demon-
strations in Sulaimani. Zhala Muhammad Amin, a correspondent with NRT TV, stated the following to Metro: “We
were doing live coverage of the demonstrations, when security forces attacked us, wounded Malband and verbally

abused him. (...) they took our camera and never gave it back to us”
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our live coverage and destroyed our live feed equipment.

o In August, 3rd, 2015, Jaafar Hussein, a photographer with SNNC website, stated the following to Metro: “I was covering
the security forces’ disbursement of a demonstration in Sulaimani, when they confiscated my camera and made be delete
all the photos I took before they allowed me to get my camera back” In a statement concerning the same event, Nizar
Jaza, another photographer from Tori Midiai Khalk website, stated: “As I was takeing photos of security forces’ attack of
demonstrators, a member of the forces, wearing civilian clothes, approached me, took my camera forcefully and took out
the memory card and confiscated it. I never got the memory card back”

« In August, 10th, 2015, Ary Sabir, KNN correspondent in Koya, stated the following to Metro: “We were doing a report
on the bad conditions of the Smaquli road, linking Dukan and Koya, when a unit of security forces attacked us. They took
our video camera & mobile phones, and they assaulted us verbally and threatened us”

« In August, 15th, 2015, Bizhar Alj, a correspondent with NRT, stated to Metro that during a clash between street venders
and civil activities police forces in Mawlawi Street — Sulaimani, the street venders started throwing rocks and he was
injured with a rock.

« In August, 15, 2015, after being prevented with his team from covering activities of the representatives of West Kurd-
istan Canton - Syria, Jamal Ahmad Jamil, Rudaw TV’s correspondent in Sulaimani stated to Metro: “We were informed
by authorities that Rudaw TV was prohibited from covering the event. (...) Afterwards they allowed me to enter the
conference room without cameras, but when I reached the building alone and without cameras, they still prevented me
from entering.”

« In August, 15th, 2015, Muhammed Husam Anwar, a correspondent with Khanaqin Radio, was covering a demonstra-
tion when unidentified individuals attacked him. He stated to Metro: “They wonded me.

o In August, 19, 2015, Awat Ali, the executive manager of NRT TV, stated the following to Metro: “In the past days we
are systematically being under electronic attack to disrupt NRT’s satellite feed. This act is timed during primetime news
and exclusive news coverage that our TV channel does”

o In August, 19th, 2015, Ahmad Meera, chief editor of Livin newspaper and website, stated the following to Metro: “for
the past two days our website is under electronic attack that crippled our website”

« In August, 20th, 2015, during a meeting of the five political parties in Saad Abdulla Hall - Erbil, some TV channels were
singled out and prevented from regular coverage, while other were permitted. Herish Muhammad, Erbil correspondent
of NRT TV stated to Metro: “The security personnel of KRG cabinet prevented us from coverage”

o In August, 25th, 2015 Musaab AbdulAziz, the presenter and editor of news in Speda TV channel in Duhok, stated the
following to Metro: “Unidentified individuals were seen asking for directions to my home in the neighborhood, and later
entered my home while only my wife was there. I walked in and asked them who they were, but three of them attacked
me and physically assaulted me. (...) The guards of my walled residential community informed me that they returned
afterwards for surveillance of my home.”

o In August, 26th, 2015, Hardi Muhammad, a correspondent of GK TV in Daqooq - Kirkuk, stated the following to
Metro: “We were on our way to interview a Peshmerga Commander, after we got official approval, but we were stopped
by his guard and they insulted us, broke the windshield of our car and damaged its body from multiple sides”

o In September, 15th, 2015, Swara Mahmood Hasan, a journalist with Diary Kurdistan Website, stated the following to
Metro: “I have been getting text messages on my phone, from unknown numbers, threatening me to shut up or else. I
have no other occupation other than journalism?”

o In September, 15th, 2015, Ahmad Ismail, a correspondent with GK TV, stated the following to Metro: “We were on
our way from Sulaimani to Erbil to cover the Council of Ministers’ meeting. We, along with several other TV channel

teams, were held up for three hours at the reception. Meanwhile another team from a different TV channel was allowed
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TV, stated to Metro: “We tried to get a statement from Shorija players when the president of
Kifri Club and his brother abused us verbally, attacked Jegir Ahmad Muhammad, our camer-
aman wounded him and tore his shirt off. We reported the incident to Kifiri police
and to the Journalist Syndicate, and filed a lawsuit”

« In June, 18th, 2015, Barzan Ali Hama, a journalist, stated to Metro the following: “I posted

some of my articles on Facebook, criticizing Patriotic Union of Kurdistan and a certain leader

in the party, without any character attack on him. Soon after, I was attacked by insults and
threats (...) later, I was summoned to the offices of Sulaimani Security Agency. They interro-
gated me, and informed me that they will not tolerate my conduct”

o In June, 21st, 2015, Zana Bahram Rashid, Chief editor of Nwekar newspaper, stated to Metro the following: “I was
summoned to Koya court for publishing a journalistic report. ...........

o In June, 22nd, 2015, a group from Erbil security forces arrested Dilshad hartali, a graphics editor with Payam TV
channel was arrested in a vehicle belonging to the TV office in Erbil. He was accused of not responding to an order to
appear in front of the public persecutor on a civil claim. Payam TV responded with a statement saying: “It begs question
and suspicion that the authorities do not apply the Journalistic Work Law. How did they decide to arrest someone for
not appearing in front of the public persecutor, when he was never ordered to do so, and then got interrogated without
the presence of a judge or his own lawyer?”

« In June, 22nd, 2015, Jalal Horeni, chief editor of Aga Press — a website, was taken to court according to the Law of
Misusing Means of Communications, and not the Journalistic Work Law. He stated to Metro the following: “I was ar-
rested based on a lawsuit from the director of Property Registration in Kalar, after we published some documents from
the Public Editor General concerning his administration.”

o In June, 28th, 2015, a KNN TV team was attacked by the Zeravani Forces, and was held captive for several hours. Hana
Ismail, the KNN TV correspondent stated to Metro the following: “We were headed to Shamamik municipality to cover
the removal of illegally-build homes, when we immediately attacked by Zeravani forces. They confiscated our cameras
& equipments, teasered with electric guns and verbally abused. (...) Afterwards we were taken to the local police center.
We spent three hours in custody, and then they returned our broken video cameras without the tapes.”

o In June, 29th, 2015, Hawkar Abdulrahman, a correspondent for Kurdsat TV stated to Metro the following: “For the
past seven days I am a victim of continuous life threats and verbal abuse from social media and direct text messages.”
Metro is made aware of the content of the messages.

o In July, 2nd, 2015, Salah Muhammad, a cameraman with KNN TV office in Erbil, stated to Metro the following: “I was
on my way to report on the advances of Peshmarga Forces in Xazir front, I was stopped at the checkpoint of the security
forces, they confiscated my camera, and kept me in custody for three hours”

o Starting from July, 3rd, 2015, and for a period of more than two months, a campaign of discreditation and character
assassination was orchestrated against activists from “Yes, for a Secular Constitution in Kurdistan”. Among those activ-
ists that were victimized was journalist Ala Latif.

o In July, 29th, 2015, Sangar Abdulrahman, Rudaw TV correspondent stated to Metro the following: “In a direct broad-
cast from Kurdistan Region Parliament, I mentioned that we were not allowed coverage because of a meeting of Legal
Committee. Because of that statement I was verbally attacked in the Parliament cafeteria by the security personnel.
When I protested that treatment, more personnel joined and they added physical abuse.”

o In August, 2nd, 2015, demonstrators in Said Sadiq - Sulaimani attacked NRT TV team and destroyed their equip-
ments. Wrya Hama Karim, a correspondent and member of the team, stated the following to Metro: “Half an hour into

our coverage of the demonstrations, my cameraman and I were attacked by some demonstrating youth. They stopped
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o In March, 10th, 2015, Ary Sabir - KNN TV correspondent in Koya, reported the following e
to Metro: “After publishing a report in 2014 about the disappearance of heating fuel from / \
schools in Koya, the son of an official from education department stopped me as I was going ‘@’
to work, insulted me in public, and threatened to kill me” Ary also informed Metro that he \' /

filed an official complaint with Koya police about the incident. Metro Center

Journalists Rights & Advocacy

o In April, 2nd, 2015, Peshkawt Abdullah, a correspondent and photographer working for
SNNC website, reported the following to Metro: “Police forces were abusing teachers who
were lining up in front of a local Kirkuk bank to receive their salaries; I tried to take photos
of the incident when I was attacked by the police force. They confiscated my camera, made me delete my photos, and
held me in custody in a room for an hour”

o In April, 10th, 2015, an unidentified force with civilian clothing, attacked Blav Paik Company office in Erbil and
confiscated all copies of issue # 299 of Livin Magazine that were bound for distribution in both Erbil and Duhok. Livin
Magazine issued a statement condemning the calling it “Anfalization” of their issue - a reference to the notorious Anfal
genocide campaign of the 80s against Kurdistan civilians. Metro supported Livin with a statement stressing that there
could be no excuse for taking away the free speech and publication rights.

o In April, 14th, 2015, Sharmin Ali, Garmian area correspondent of KNN TV, stated the following to Metro: “In a
coverage of Anfal memorial ceremonies in the village of Debna, I attempted to interview Ali Bapir the leader of Islam-
ic League about his rejection of honoring the Kurdish “Ai Raqib” Anthem during the ceremony. The mayor of Kalar
stopped the interview rudely” She added “Earlier in March, I was prohibited from covering another ceremony for hon-
oring a fallen Peshmarga” And “in January 2015 we were attacked by security forces when we tried to cover a strike of
veteran Peshmargas in front of Kalar Bankin Garmian

« In the evening of May, 7th, 2015, Muaffaqg Muhammed a member of the Network of Iraqi Reporters for Investigative
Journalism (NIRIJ) received death threats. He stated to Metro the following: “During my investigative reporting on
spread and trade of firearms in Kirkuk I was repeatedly contacted by unanimous callers over the phone to threaten me.
They told me that they would cut my tongue if I didn’t stop, and they would come to me and would send me to where
my fallen colleagues are”

o In May, 10th, 2015, Taif Adil, the correspondent of both GK and Badinan Sat TVs stated: “Security forces in Kani
Sardik prevented us from reaching the fronts to cover Peshmarga Forces™ activities in the area”

« In May, 17th, 2015, Hemin Ali Rania office correspondent of Rega TV reported to Metro that he attempted to cover
officers taking high school exams when they were pressuring the office of Education Administration in Rania to allow
them to cheat in the exam. He stated: “We went there and started filming. The officers attacked us with knifs and hit
us. They broke the camera of Speda TV channel cameraman.” Brwa Ali, the cameraman of Speda TV corroborated
Hemin’s story to Metro.

o In May, 26th, 2015 Bzhar Ali, NRT TV correspondent stated to Metro: “we went to report on doctors and health
workers” conditions in Sulaimani Emergency Hospital, but they insulted us and prevented us from doing our report”
« In May, 26th, 2015, Mazin Khudeda Hajji, KNN TV correspondent in Duhok, stated to Metro: “We were doing a re-
port on distribution of Info ID cards to internally displaced persons (IDP) when we witnessed their abuse by the police
forces. We asked to see the manager of the ID cards program to interview him about what we saw. The police force
attacked us, confiscated our cameras, microphones & other equipments, and held my cameraman, Muhammad Sidqi,
and I captive for two hours”

o In June, 5th, 2015, during coverage of a soccer game between Shorija and Kifri teams in the city of Kifri, the coverage

team of GK TV came under attack and their camera was broken. Haidar Ahmad Muhammad, the correspondent of GK
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coverage of a battle between Syrian Democratic Forces and ISIS in the town of Houl, south of Hasaka, when an IED hit
his car.

Kamaran Najim is a journalist photographer, and the founder of Metrography - the first photography agency in Iraq.
He was wounded and captured alive by ISIS during his coverage of the fights between ISIS and Peshmerga Forces near
Kirkuk, in June, 12, 2015. He is to the date of issuing this report is missing.

Committee to Protect Journalists, is a USA-based journalist rights advocacy that documents violations against journalists
around the world since 1992, have reported that since the occupation of Iraq and the start of civil war in Syria, there are
260 cases of journalists killed because of the nature of their work, making the region the deadliest in the world for the

profession of journalism in the world.

The Financial Crisis

Since 2013, Kurdistan Region is suffering a harsh economic crisis. This continuing situation has direct effect on journalist
and media organizations. Throughout 2015, many TVs, radio stations, magazines, and newspapers have been forced
to close. The surviving organizations have drastically limited pay and laid off journalists and technicians. Hundreds of
journalists are now jobless. Some media outlets ignored legal rights of their journalist employees in the process of laying
them off and in downgrading their pay.

Awene Company that publishes the Awene weekly newspaper was forced in August, 2015 to lead a campaign to collect
donations to allow them to continue publishing their newspaper. In October, 2015 a group of journalists and editors in
the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan - political party issued an announcement and visited Metro headquarters to ask for help
in pressuring the political party to release their pay of the past 9 months. To the date of issuing this report, all efforts to
recover their lost pay were fruitless.

The Journalistic Work Law states that all journalist organizations and directors of newspapers are obligated to honor all

the rights that current laws and group contracts with the journalist unions, guaranty for their journalist workers.
2015 Violations that Metro Documented in Iraqi Kurdistan

o In February, 2nd, 2015, the security forces of Duhok captured Sabah Atrooshi - a journalist, using the Anti-Terror Law
for participating and expressing his views in a program on Badinan Sat TV in January, 29th. Atrooshi was incarcerated
until April, 16th, 2015 when he was released with a bailafter the death of his son in an accident. Atrooshi was the coor-
dinator of Metro, and NRT TV office manager in Duhok, when he was arrested.

o In February, 19th, 2015 the correspondent of both GK and Badinan Sat TVs in Duhok, Taif Adil, reported to Metro
the following: “We were headed to Bashik front to report on the victories of Peshmarga Forces against ISIS when were
held in Sekani checkpoint by security forces for more than 2 hours”

o In February, 25, 2015, a group of journalists demonstrated in front of the compound of Kurdistan Region Parliament.
In a memorandum addressed to Metro, they explained their protest as following: “There is discrimination in access
privileges among journalists covering the Parliament activities and events according to which media outlet they repre-
sent. “ Metro issued a statement supporting the protestors and asking the authorities to grant equal and fair access to all
coresponents.

« In March, 2nd, 2015, Ahmad Faris, Hawlati newspaper and KNN TV coreespondant in Shaqlawa reported the following
to Metro: “I asked for information about the registration type of agrarian land from the office of Agrarian Administration
- a public administration office in Shaglawa, but the response was insults and threats against me. I was told that I had

no right to ask for information.”
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was taken.

Prevalence of the Law of Beating

Kurdistan Region has a legal infrastructure that supports freedom of expression, access to
information and the rights of journalist. This infrastructure is mainly embodied in the afore-
mentioned Law of Journalistic Work, the Right to Information Law No. 11 of 2013, and INTERMNATHIMNAL

Memorandum of Understanding between Journalists and Security Forces of 2014. But, the
reality on the ground is that each territory in Kurdistan follows its own “laws” to confront,
and assault journalists and equipments, the law of battens here and live bullets there, a law of arbitrary arrest here, and
evection there. In the midst of all this, the laws that elected representatives of Kurdistan people produced are the most
violated.

For the past four years Metro has been producing annual reports on the violations and assaults against freedom of
journalism and the lives & wellbeing of journalists, and has became a valuable source of information for international
organizations in their publications and communications. The KRG should not underestimate the power of the infor-
mation Metro produces, and its affect on the reputation of Kurdistan Region abroad. Therefore they are urged to show
more commitment to protect and defend journalists and journalistic rights.

In their 21st of October 2015 report on the events of 9 & 10th of October in Kurdistan, the Human Rights Watch says:
“Ruling party forces opened fire on protesters in two cities of Iraqi Kurdistan on October 9 and 10, 2015. In the days
since, security forces controlled by the ruling Kurdistan Democratic Party (KDP) have shut down opposition media and
barred opposition party members of parliament from their offices” The report quotes Metro’s director as following: “On
October 10, government security forces entered the offices of the independent NRT satellite television station in Erbil
and detained staff, (...) the journalists were taken to Sulaimaniya governorate and ordered not to return to Erbil” The
same report quotes Joe Stork, the deputy Middle East director of Human Rights Watch saying: “The KDP claims to be
rights-respecting but has a history of shutting down critical voices,”

Meanwhile, Gulf Center for Human Rights, an Irish organization that focuses supporting human rights activists, and
free journalists in many Arab countries, including Iraq, mentioned in their end of 2014 report the following about
conditions of journalism and human rights in Kurdistan: “The Courts appear to be engaged in a deliberate attempt to
restrict rights of journalists to freely exercise their profession in breach of both domestic and international obligations.”
And “The laws as written are in conformity with international standards but the problems lie in the implementation of
these laws”

The report goes on to mention the crimes committed against journalists in Kurdistan to declare that no thorough in-
vestigation was done in any of the high profile crimes, to the extent that casts serious doubt on the perception that Iraqi

Kurdistan is an open and democratic society.

ISIS and the Journalists

The war on ISIS had its own toll on journalists too. In 15th of December 2014, two journalists, Farhad Hammo and
Masood Agqil, who worked for Rudaw media organization, were captured by ISIS in the border area between Iraq and
Syria. Masood was freed in September, 21st, 2015, and Farhad in October, 13th, 2015, after spending 9 and 10 months
in captivity with ISIS.

In September, 30, 2015, Ala Hushiar and Ali Nooraddin, a journalist and a photographer working for NRT TV, were
wounded in the crossfire between ISIS and Peshmerga Forces, in Kirkuk Province.

In November 2nd, 2015, Akram Salih, the Kurdistan24 TV correspondent in Qamishlo — Syria, was wounded during
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stratum, by accusing them of insighting violence and disturbing civil peace.

Journalistic Work Law Incapacitated

Metro’s documentation of violations against journalists comes at a time when violators recog-
nize the importance of mainstream media in shaping the worldview of individuals in Kurdis-
tan society; therefore they consider journalists to be a threat to their activities and goals.

In the past seven years since the official enactment of the Law of Journalistic Work, No. 35 of 2007, violators are consist-
ently and effortlessly are escaping legally sanctioned punishment for their violations and crimes.

Point five of article seven of the above mentioned law emphasizes that “ any individual who assaults a journalist physi-
cally or emotionally, while carrying out their journalistic duties, will be treated as if they committed that assault against
a public employee during her/his official work” Yet, in October of 2015, and during demonstrations and protests against
the delay of salary payments for government employees, and against the deadlock in addressing the political & legal crises
of the governing institutions in Kurdistan, tens of violations against journalist in that month alone. The violators ranged
from security forces to political parties and included ordinary citizens as well.

Impunity for crimes continues to disproportionately affect journalists. This is why the United Nations General Assembly
designated the second of November of every year as the day for End of Impunity for Crimes against Journalists to raise
awareness of the challenge and to take practical measures to stop it.

In beginning of February 2015, security forces in Duhok incarcerated Sabah Atrooshi using anti-terror law, for the mere
participation in a TV program of Badinan Sat channel. On 22 of June, 2015, Jalal Horeni, chief editor of Aga Press
website was apprehended and persecuted, not based on the Law of Journalistic Work, but based on the Law to Prevent
Misuse of Communication Devices.

On the evening of October the 10th, 2015 Erbil and Duhok offices of both KNN and NRT TV channels were shut down
by security forces, their employees and editors were forcefully transferred Degal area, where the unofficial borderline is
between the KDP and PUK controlled territories.

On the same day, in Sulaimani, the offices of Rudaw TV channel were attacked during riots. Tens of journalists working
for different media organizations came under attack of security forces and rioters in the towns of Pishdar, Sharazoor,
Halabja, Garmian, and city of Sulaimani.

The scope of violations during this period was so wide that Yan Kobish, the UN special envoy for Iraq urged all sides to
show restrain, respect the rights of journalists & media organizations, and end all restrictions against them.

In an announcement in October 10th, Metro condemned all forms of violence and intimidations against journalists, and
asked the organizers of the demonstrations not to allow any persons or organizations to change the nature of the civil
actions and protests to violence.

As for the shutdown of the offices of NRT and KNN TV channels, Metro addressed Nechirvan Barzani the Prime Min-
ister of Kurdistan Region Government to spring to action and keep the promise of his cabin to defend freedom and free
expression, and asked him to “undo the unlawful orders against the media outlets, their offices and their employees, and
insure their freedom and safety””

It is worth mentioning that earlier in 2015, on 15th of February, in a disregard of the Law of Journalistic Work, the
General Administration broadcasts and Publications — an administrative unit of the ministry of Culture in KRG, ordered

the suspension of NRT TV’s broadcast for a week, without any justification, but the order was undone before any action
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Reasons Differ, but the Violations are the same

Impunity for Crimes Continue to Haunt Journalists

The physical and emotional harming of journalists, internally displacing them, closing down their offices and confiscating
their journalistic equipments continue, to date, to haunt journalists and media outlets in Kurdistan. The conditions of
violation of laws and limitation of journalistic freedoms and the phenomenon of unpunished repeated violations are so
rampant that international watchdogs consider journalistic work in Kurdistan region a hazardous profession.

For the past four years, Metro Center for Journalist Rights and Advocacy (Metro) has been the leading organization in
defending journalists’ rights by documenting events of violations against journalists & media outlets, and publishing
them in press releases and annual reports.

Our relentless experience in documenting violations uncovered the inconvenient truth that although violations against
journalists were always faced with loud public condemnation, but when it came to follow up and bringing justice to the
victims, journalists often found themselves standing alone with no protection or support.

Throughout 2015, Metro has recorded (84) incidents of violations against journalists> rights. In them, (145) journalists
and media organizations registered complaints with Metro to report a total of 173 violations in those incidents. They are
as following:

Metro Center was founded by a group of journalists in Y- -4, in cooperation with
Institute for War and Peace Reporting (IWPR). The Institute had supported the
center during the first year of its establishment.

On July Y-V« ,VA, Metro Center held its first conference in the city of Erbil, in which
the Board of Administration and Management Council were elected. Meanwhile,
the conference announced to work jointly with Journalistic Freedoms Observatory
(JEO) and their General Council of Management was consequently chosen as well.
Since its establishment, Metro Center has implemented numerous projects and
activities in connection with (IWPR), the Danish International Media Support
(IMS), Norwegian People’s Aid (NPA), and Democracy and Human Rights
Development Center (DHRD), aiming to broaden the scope of freedom of
expression in Kurdistan Region of Iraq and reduce the violations against journalists
to zero point.

The main objective of Metro Center is to create an apt environment for journalistic
work in Kurdistan, depending on the implementation of the Press Law (No. Y0)

of Y+ +V in Kurdistan Region, passed by Kurdistan Parliament and signed by the
president of the Kurdish Region.

Metro is a licensed NGO according to Law (V) in Y+ V) that regulates NGOs in
Kurdistan Region.

In January, ¥+ )0 it elected its stearing committee and its director. Since its
establishment, Metro has produced five annual reports on the status of journalistic
rights in Kurdistan.
